DETENCION INDEFINIDA DE INMIGRANTES:
COMO HACER UNA DEMANDA EXIGIENDO LA LIBERACION

;Para quién es esta guia?

Esta guia es para inmigrantes detenidos por el Servicio de Inmigracion y Control de Aduanas
(ICE, por sus siglas en inglés) y que tienen una orden de remocion definitiva. Su orden de
remocion es definitiva cuando usted deja de disputar su caso, lo cual significa:

e Cuando el juez de inmigracidon ordena que usted sea removido y usted renuncia a su
derecho de apelacion o vence el periodo de 30 dias para apelar.

e Siapela, cuando la Junta de Apelacion de Inmigracion (BIA, por sus siglas en inglés)
desestima su apelacion.

e Siusted hace una peticion para revision en la Corte de Apelaciones y le dan una
suspension de remocion, cuando la Corte de Apelaciones desestima su peticion.

Esta guia fue escrita especificamente para inmigrantes detenidos en el Anexo Golden State

(Golden State Annex) en McFarland y el Centro de Detencion de Mesa Verde (Mesa Verde
Detention Facility) en Bakersfield.

;Por cuanto tiempo me puede detener ICE?

En un caso de 2001 llamado Zadvydas v. Davis, la Corte Suprema dictamin6 que ICE no puede
detener a los inmigrantes indefinidamente después de que se ordena su remocion. En general,
ICE puede detenerlo por seis meses después de finalizar su orden de remocion. Después de seis
meses, si usted puede demostrar que no es probable que lo remuevan en un futuro
razonablemente previsible, debera ser liberado. Algunas razones por las cuales su remocion sea
poco probable pueden incluir: su pais natal no tiene un acuerdo de repatriacion con los Estados
Unidos, su pais natal no considera que usted sea ciudadano o usted no es ciudadano de ningtin
pais.

;. Coémo presento una demanda para ser liberado?

Si usted ha estado detenido por mas de seis meses con una orden de remocion y si estd detenido
en Golden State Annex or Mesa Verde, puede presentar una “peticion de mandato de habeas
corpus” en la Corte del Distrito de Estados Unidos para el Distrito Este de California. Si usted
esta detenido en la region cubierta por otra corte, necesitara realizar su peticion en otra corte y
modificar la peticion muestra.

Llene la “Peticion de Mandato de Habeas Corpus” (Petition for Writ of Habeas Corpus)
adjunta; tendra que escribir en inglés y firmar y poner la fecha en la peticion. Aseglrese
de llenar el parrafo 19, explicando por qué su remocion no es probable. Es su
responsabilidad demostrar por qué ICE no lo puede remover.

Si usted quiere solicitar que la Corte designe un abogado gratuito, llene la “Solicitud de

JURISDICTION AND VENUE

1. This Court has subject matter jurisdiction and may grant relief under 28 U.S.C. §

2241 (habeas corpus), 28 U.S.C. § 1651 (All Writs Act), and 28 U.S.C. § 1331 (federal question).

PETITION FOR WRIT OF HABEAS CORPUS
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This Court also has jurisdiction to hear this case under the Suspension Clause of Article I of the
United States Constitution. /NS v. St. Cyr, 533 U.S. 289 (2001).

2. Because Petitioner challenges his or her custody, jurisdiction is proper in this
Court. While the courts of appeals have jurisdiction to review removal orders through petitions
for review, see 8 U.S.C. §§ 1252(a)(1) and (b), the federal district courts have jurisdiction under
28 U.S.C. § 2241 to hear habeas petitions by noncitizens challenging the lawfulness of their
detention. See, e.g., Zadvydas v. Davis, 533 U.S. 678, 687-88 (2001); Nadarajah v. Gonzales, 443
F.3d 1069, 1075-76 (9th Cir. 2006).

3. Petitioner has exhausted any and all administrative remedies to the extent required
by law.

4. Venue is proper in the Eastern District of California because this is the district in

which Petitioner is confined. See Doe v. Garland, 109 F.4th 1188, 1197-99 (9th Cir. 2024).

PARTIES
5. Petitioner is a noncitizen who is currently detained by Immigration and Customs
Enforcement (ICE) at the [nombre del centro de detencion] in

6. Respondent Warden of the [nombre del centro de detencion]

Detention Facility is Petitioner’s immediate custodian at the

facility where Petitioner is detained. See Doe, 108 F.4th at 1194-97.

7. Respondent Field Office Director for the San Francisco Field Office of ICE (“SF
FOD”) has the authority to order Petitioner’s release or continued detention. As such, Respondent
SF FOD is a legal custodian of Petitioner.

8. Respondent Director of ICE (“ICE Director) is the head of ICE, an agency within
the United States Department of Homeland Security that detains and removes certain noncitizens.
Respondent ICE Director is a legal custodian of Petitioner.

9. Respondent Secretary of the United States Department of Homeland Security

(“DHS Secretary”) is responsible for the implementation and enforcement of the immigration
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laws and oversees ICE. As such, Respondent DHS Secretary has ultimate custodial authority over
Petitioner.

10.  Respondent Attorney General of the United States (“U.S. A.G.”) is the head of the
United States Department of Justice, which oversees the immigration courts. Respondent U.S.

A.G. shares responsibility for enforcement of the immigration laws with Respondent DHS

Secretary.
11.  All Respondents are sued in their official capacities.
FACTUAL ALLEGATIONS

19. Nonetheless, ICE has been unable to remove Petitioner from the United States.
ICE is unlikely to be able to remove Petitioner because [describa las razones por las cuales ICE

LEGAL FRAMEWORK

20.  In Zadvydas v. Davis, the Supreme Court held that the immigration statute 8
U.S.C. § 1231(a)(6) does not allow ICE to detain a noncitizen indefinitely while attempting to
carry out removal. 533 U.S. 678, 689 (2001). Because of the “serious constitutional problem”
posed by indefinite detention, the Court read the statute to limit a noncitizen’s detention to “a
period reasonably necessary to bring about that alien’s removal from the United States.” /d.

21. The Court also recognized six months as the “presumptively reasonable period” of
post-removal order detention. /d. at 701. After six months, once the noncitizen provides “good
reason to believe that there is no significant likelihood of removal in the reasonably foreseeable

future,” the burden shifts to the government to rebut that showing. /d. Moreover, “as the period of
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prior postremoval confinement grows, what counts as the ‘reasonably foreseeable future’
conversely would have to shrink.” Id.

22.  In Clark v. Martinez, the Supreme Court held that its ruling in Zadvydas applies
equally to noncitizens who have never been admitted to the United States. 543 U.S. 371 (2005).

CLAIM FOR RELIEF

VIOLATION OF THE IMMIGRATION AND NATIONALITY ACT

23. The foregoing allegations are realleged and incorporated herein.

24. Petitioner’s continued detention is unlawful and violates 8 U.S.C. § 1231(a)(6) as
interpreted by the Supreme Court in Zadvydas. The six-month presumptively reasonable period of
detention has expired and Petitioner has provided good reason to believe that his or her removal is
not significantly likely to occur in the reasonably foreseeable future. Therefore, Respondents lack

authority to continue detaining Petitioner.

PRAYER FOR RELIEF

WHEREFORE, Petitioner respectfully requests that the Court grant the following relief:
a. Assume jurisdiction over this matter;
b. Issue an order pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 2243 directing Respondents to show cause

why the writ of habeas corpus should not be granted;

c. Grant the writ of habeas corpus and order Petitioner’s immediate release from
custody;
d. Grant any other and further relief as the Court deems just and proper.
